These survey results were collected at two tours of the space at 6 Mill & Main Street, Suite 100, Maynard, MA, held on January 5 and January 9, 2023.  The rental space was reviewed by over three dozen interested senior citizens to gauge interest in the possible interim relocation of the current Maynard Senior Center to a larger and more suitable location. The survey was organized and conducted by the members of the Maynard Senior Center Focus Group, an alliance of eleven citizens involved with promoting and furthering senior services and programming in Maynard.
